2012 Bond Program Technology Update

At this stage, over 40% of the technology funding has been utilized by schools throughout
the district. Schools have fortified their classrooms with the following equipment to bring all
DPS classrooms up to a minimum standard for 215t Century instruction:

A Over 200 new document cameras
A Over 100 new projectors

A Over 350 new sets of speakers

Additionally, thousands of student computing devices have been purchased so far:
A Over 1000 Apple devices, including 650+ iPads,
A Nearly 4000 new Windows computers, both laptops and desktops

A Over 3500 Chromebooks.
